JUDGMENT ON SENTENCES

After having considered the applicable law, facts, and circumstances of Docket Numbers 227,770, 228,307, 243,369, and 243,370 and the Pre-Sentence Investigation report prepared by the Department of Public Safety and Corrections, Division of Probation and Parole, filed in the record of Docket Number 228307, and, for reasons thoroughly articulated on October 19, 2005, the Court orders that Makarious Brown be imprisoned at hard labor with the Louisiana Department of Corrections as follows:

I. Docket Number 227,770:  For the conviction of Count 1 - Illegal Use of

A Weapon During a Crime of Violence as set forth in R. S. 14:94(F) and adjudication a third habitual felony offender as set forth in R.S. 15:529.1 A(1) (b)(i), the Court orders that the defendant serve 40 years at hard labor Department of Corrections to be served without benefit of probation, parole or suspension of sentence as a multiple 3rd felony offender to run consecutively with Count 2 of 227,770 and consecutively with the sentences imposed in Docket Numbers 228,307 and 243,370 but concurrently without Docket Number 243,369.

     For the conviction of Count 2 - Possession of a Firearm By Convicted Felon as

     set forth by R.S. 14.95.1, the Court orders that the defendant be fined $1,000.00

     and he shall serve 15 years at hard labor Department of Corrections to be

     served without benefit of probation, parole, or suspension of sentence, to run

     consecutively with Count 1 of 227,770 and consecutively with the sentences

     imposed in Docket Numbers 228,307 and 243,370  but concurrently with

     Docket Number 243,369. 

II. Docket Number 228,307:  For the conviction of Count 1 - Possession of a

Firearm By Convicted Felon as set forth by R.S. 14.95.l, the Court orders that the defendant be fined $1,000.00 and he shall serve 15 years at hard labor Department of Corrections without benefit of probation, parole, or suspension of sentence, to run consecutively with Count 2 of Number 228,307 and consecutively with sentences imposed in Numbers 227,770 and 243,370 but concurrently without Docket Number 243,369.

For the conviction of Count 2 - Possession With Intent to Distribute a Controlled Dangerous Substance as set forth by R.S. 40:967(A)(1) and adjudication as a third habitual felony offender as set forth in R.S. 15:529.lA(1)(b)(i), the Court orders that the defendant serve 60 years at hard labor without benefit of probation or suspension of sentence (15.529.1G) as a third felony habitual offender, to be served consecutively with Count 1 of Docket 228,307 and consecutively with nos. 227,770 and 243,370 but concurrently with 243,369.

III. Docket Number 243,369:  For the conviction of Battery of a Police

Officer as set forth in R.S. 14:34.2, the Court orders the defendant to serve 

6 months parish jail without benefit of probation, parole or suspension of 

sentence to run concurrently with the hard labor Department of Correction

sentences imposed in Docket Numbers 227,770, 228,307 and 243,370.

IV. Docket Number 243,370:  For the conviction of Count 1 - Illegal 

     Possession of Weapons While in Possession of a Controlled Dangerous

Substance as set forth in R.S. 14:95(E), the Court orders the defendant

to serve 10 years at hard labor Department of Corrections without benefit of         probation, parole or suspension of sentence to be served consecutively to Count 2 of 243,370 and consecutively to Docket Numbers 227,770 and 228,307 but concurrently with Docket Number 243,369.  

For the conviction of Count 2 - Possession of a Firearm By Convicted Felon as set forth by R.S. 14.95.1 and adjudication as a second felony habitual offender as set forth in R.S. 15:529.1A (1) (2), the Court orders the defendant to serve 30 years hard labor without benefit of probation, parole or suspension of sentence, Department of Corrections, to be served consecutively to Count 1 of 243,370 and consecutively to sentences in 227,770, and 228,307 but concurrently with Docket Number 243,369.


THUS, IT IS ORDERED that the defendant, Markarious Brown, be committed to the Louisiana Department of Corrections to serve a total of 170 years at hard labor (130 of which is as a habitual felony offender to be served without benefit of probation or suspension of sentence pursuant to R.S. 15:529.1G).  The defendant shall receive credit toward service of his sentence for time spent in actual custody prior to the imposition of sentence pursuant to C.Cr.P. art. 880.

Endnotes

The felony convictions in Docket Number 227,770 stem from defendant's conduct on February 16, 2003, to which the defendant pled guilty, after a jury was sworn, on October 13, 2005 and was thereafter adjudicated a third felony offender as to Count 1.

2.
The felony convictions in Docket Number 228,307 stem from defendant's conduct on April 6, 2003 to which the defendant was found guilty, after a felony bench trial, on July 15, 2005 and was thereafter adjudicated a third felony offender as to Count 2.

3.
The misdemeanor conviction in Docket Number 243,369 stems from defendant's conduct on January 27, 2005 and a bench trial on October 5, 2005.

4.
The felony convictions in Docket Number 243,370 stem from defendant's conduct on May 25, 005, to which the defendant was found guilty as charged by a unanimous jury on October 12, 2005 and was hereafter adjudicated a third felony offender as to Count 2.
