JUDGMENT

Trial was held January 16, 2013.  The Court heard testimony from plaintiffs Brooke Brooks and Michael Efferson, as well as Liston Rayson, James George and Shreveport Police Officer S. Kite.  Exhibits were also admitted into, namely reports of treatment rendered to plaintiffs, and the Court has had the opportunity to view the scene. IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that there be Judgment in favor of Lilton Rayson and Allstate Insurance Company and against Brooke Brooks, individually and as natural tutrix of her minor child, Carrington Brooks, dismissing claims of Brooke Brooks at her costs (No. 552,954).
