RECUSAL ORDER (WITH REASONS)

For reasons which follow, and in compliance with Supreme Court Rule XXXVI, the undersigned judge issues an order of self recusal with a directive to the Clerk of Court that this case be reassigned in accordance with law.  Accordingly:

IT IS ORDERED that Judge Scott J. Crichton, Section B of the Caddo District Court, is self recused in the captioned matter; 


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Caddo Parish Clerk of Court reassign the captioned case in accordance with law.
REASONS

Since February 2006, I have served as a director for the YMCA of Northwest Louisiana (formerly YMCA of Shreveport-Bossier).  This board is comprised of about 20 members and oversees operations and sets policy for the YMCA branches in Shreveport, Downtown, Broadmoor and, until recently, Carver, as well as the Forbing property.  In 2006 and 2007 an individual defendant in this case, Shelly McMillian, served as manager for the Broadmoor branch and oversaw operations at Forbing until her termination.  During her tenure with the YMCA either Ms. McMillian or her entity, Rock Solid Camps, L.L.C., another defendant in this case, was involved in a program during the summer seasons at Forbing, a practice which I, as a Board member, expressed some concern to fellow board members on at least two bases: (1) the apparent inter-relationship between a non-profit corporation and a for-profit limited liability company overseen by a salaried employee of the YMCA; and (2) potential liability issues in the event of injury of a participant of the Rock Solid/YMCA events on the Forbing property.  The YMCA of Northwest Louisiana is an extremely well run organization and the above issues were appropriately addressed and resolved by Executive Director Gary Lash and the Board.  Furthermore, prior to 2006, I served one year as president of the YMCA Downtown Committee of Management and Steve Wilson, a defendant in this case, was a member of that committee.  

While I know that I could be fair and impartial to all parties in this litigation, I am concerned that, on the basis of the previous relationship with three of the defendants, coupled with the concerns which I voiced to fellow Board members, one or more parties and/or one or more lawyers could infer the appearance of impropriety.  Accordingly, I recuse myself (and Section B of the Civil Division) from further proceedings in this case, and the Clerk of Court shall randomly reassign the case to another district judge in accordance with law.
