� This Court concludes that the Louisiana Supreme Court case of Wharton v. Ridgell, 05-0069 (La. 1/19/06), 922 So.2d 461 and R.S. 13:5104 are applicable to this case in that venue in a wrongful death action, such as the instant case, is proper in the parish where the decedent died.  After thorough consideration, this Court agrees with plaintiff counsel that defense counsels’  reliance upon Colvin v. Louisiana Patient’s Compensation  Fund Oversight Board, 2006-c-1104 (La. 1/17/2007), 947 So.2d 15, is misplaced.  Because of the nature of this action and because Henry L. White, III died in Caddo Parish, venue is proper in Caddo Parish.
