JUDGMENT

This cause having coming on for hearing regularly scheduled on November 8, 2010, the Court having considered the testimony and written evidence submitted by the parties together with arguments and briefs of counsel, and on the basis of rationale articulated in “Reasons For Judgment”, filed contemporaneously with this Judgment:  


IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, AJDUDGED AND DECREED that there be judgment herein dismissing the demand of plaintiff Twenty-Eight Hundred Company L.L.C., that defendant Schindler Elevator Corporation be summarily evicted from the premises at Suites A, B and C of 2800 West 70th Street, Shreveport, Louisiana.
