RULING ON QUANTUM


Trial was held December 7, 2010 and the Court issued a ruling from the bench as follows:

(1) Fredrica Dawn Hall has carried her burden of proof that Patrice Evans committed negligence in connection with the parking lot accident of June 18, 2009 and therefore Patrice Evans and her insurer, U.S. Agencies Casualty Insurance Company, are liable to Ms. Hall;

(2)  Fredrica Dawn Hall has failed to carry her burden of proof that Margaret Wynne committed any fault whatsoever and therefore formal Judgment shall be rendered in favor of Margaret Wynne and her insurer, Louisiana Farm Bureau Casualty Company and against Fredrica Dawn Hall; and
(3) Patrice Evans and her insurer, U.S. Agencies Casualty Company, are liable to Fredrica Dawn Hall for special damages in the amount of $1,522.50, the expert witness fee of Chiropractic Dwight Hart in the amount of $250.00, plus all costs of this proceeding.

The Court took under advisement the issue of general damages due Ms. Hall.  After thorough consideration of the medical records of Willis Knighton Medical Center, the chiropractic records of Dr. Hart, which reflects 8 treatments between June 29 and August 12, 2009, the testimony of Dr. Hart, post trial summation of plaintiff counsel [$6,800.00 +] and summation of defense counsel [$3,000.00], testimony of Ms. Hall, the Court concludes that general damages should be assessed in the amount of $4,000.00.

Counsel shall submit a judgment in accordance with La. Dist. Ct. R. 9.5.
