RULING ON PLAINTIFF’S MOTION 

TO COMPEL DOCUMENTS

The Court has considered the “Plaintiff’s Motion To Compel Documents Requested in his Fourth and Fifth Sets of Requests For Production”, filed March 27, 2009, along with its attachments and memoranda; the defendant’s reply memoranda, filed April 24, 2009; the plaintiff’s reply, filed April 30, 2009; the oral arguments of counsel of May 4, 2009 and applicable law.
